Vaccine

Mandatory: There are no mandatory vaccinations for
travellers from Spain.

Recommended: COVID-19, yellow fever, hepatitis A and B,
typhoid fever, polio, tetanus-diphtheria and meningococcal
disease. Vaccination against rabies is also recommended,
but only in cases of direct physical contact with wild
animals. With regard to drug treatment for malaria, it is
advisable to contact a doctor or hospital specialising in
travel medicine before departure.

All students are required to contact the international
vaccination centre and make an appointment.
